High academic standards are achieved through a close relationship between students, parents and teachers.  We believe in every child’s right to an education within a safe environment of compassion, respect and moral values.  We challenge our students to become life-long learners, and responsible, moral and humanitarian citizens in a global community.  
Philosophy

The primary purpose of St. Anthony Academy, is to provide an intellectual, moral and humanitarian education and to provide students with life-enhancing skills.  St. Anthony Academy is currently a candidate for “International Baccalaureate” authorization.

St. Anthony Academy realizes that all children are unique and have different learning styles, therefore, the school seeks to provide varied learning strategies by which each child’s individual needs are met so that he/she can strive to develop his/her maximum potential.

Admission Policies

To enter Kindergarten, a child must be five years old by September 1, 2010.
To enter 1st grade, a child must be six years old by September 1, 2010.
Currently enrolled students receive a Notice of Intent form on 01/06/2010.  This form asks  students to state whether they intend to return the following school year and to identify any of their siblings who wish to attend the school the following school year.  The form must be returned by 01/21/2010.  Currently enrolled students expressing a desire to return are automatically enrolled for the following school year upon timely receipt of the Notice of Intent to Return form.  Vacancies in each class are then determined, and the siblings of returning students are given priority in admission.
Applications from new students are accepted from January 21, 2010 through March 12, 2010.  If the number of eligible applicants does not exceed the number of vacancies, then all applicants who timely applied are offered admission.  If there are more eligible applicants than available spaces in a class, then a lottery will be conducted in April, 2010.  A name is drawn for each vacancy that exists, and each applicant whose name is drawn is offered admission.  The remaining drawn names are placed on a waiting list in the order that they were drawn.  If a vacancy arises before the commencement of the school year or during the school year, the individual on the waiting list with the lowest number assignment will be offered admission and then removed from the waiting list.  If an application is received after the application period has passed, the applicant’s name is added to the waiting list behind the names of the applicants who timely applied.
 Applicants are not required to provide copies of transcripts or other academic records 

prior to enrollment.  In addition, a student will not be precluded from enrolling due to
